
 Every January the Church goes 
through a process of certifying its mem-
bership with the Unitarian Universalist 
Association (UUA). This certification 
process entails giving the UUA a mem-
bership number to assess its dues for the 
coming years. The more members we 
have, the more we pay to the UUA. 

Many of these dollars come back to us in crucial services, but with UUA dues at 
$57 per member per year, this payment becomes substantial. So, the annual 
question is always, “How many members DO we have?” 
 Per the UCH bylaws, a member is someone who has signed the member-
ship book and contributed money and/or service in a given year. This is a really 
low bar!  A signature and $25 would do it. Heck, a signature and two hours of 
service would count. Most active UCH members do much, much more. Mem-
bership means something more to them—thank goodness. All the Church litera-
ture I read says the same thing. The higher the expectations for membership, the 
more people will give. And the more they get from Church. High buy-in results 
in high yield. As you sow, so shall you reap. So why is it hard for us to certify 
our membership each year? It is hard because it means letting go of some peo-
ple who have been at the margins of our congregations (sometimes for years). 
 There is great excitement when someone new joins the Church. We cele-
brate this milestone in worship. He or she get lots of attention. But when some-
one drifts quietly away from Church, months (or years) can go by before some-
one notices. The person or family can have drifted so far away by the time their 
absence is discovered that it is impossible to bring them back. Our Membership 
Action Counsel is working on a system to reach out to people who have drifted 
away. But the sad fact is that they have often drifted away through their own

Building from Within 
 
 Those who have been with UCH for 
the last few years have been through lots of 
conversations about Church buildings. 
Though we still have work to do to take 
care of our Churches at Clover Lane and 
Market Street, it’s time to also talk about a 
different kind of “building.” 
 Think about buildings you have seen 
during construction. When my mom and 
dad built their house, they took a picture of 
it every day - pictures of the foundation, 
framing, trusses, electrical wiring and 
plumbing. When the house was finished, 
you couldn’t see those structures, but they 
were there behind the brick facade, wall-
board, and furnishings. Those structures 
made the house livable. When we turned on 
a light switch, we got light. When it rained, 
we were dry. 
 A Church organization has infrastruc-
tures that are much like a home’s founda-
tion, framing, plumbing, and wiring. They 
are essential, but who really wants to think 
about them? We hope they don’t break, 
wear out, or become too limited for our 
expanding needs. Yet this unseen infra-
structure makes it possible to perform the 
Church’s primary work like caring for 
members and friends, celebrating and shar-
ing in community, and working side-by-
side for peace and justice. 
 Our Church’s growth has created the 
need for some of this “behind the scenes” 
infrastructure. A short list includes expand-
ing our capacity to manage the bookkeep-
ing for a $675,000 budget. Sharing our 
message will require a media ministry and 
sophisticated Internet presence. If we are to

disengagement. In many instances our Church has 
not expected enough of its members. If we don’t 
hold people to a high level of involvement, we 
shouldn’t be surprised when they drift away. 
 In his consulting work with us Mike Durall 
encouraged us to raise the bar for membership 
participation. To this end, he suggested that we 
hold up our already high (but often unspoken) 
expectations. Here is what I understand these ex-
pectations of membership to be: 

{ Sign the membership book. 
{ Attend Sunday morning worship every 

Sunday you are in town. 
{ Volunteer your time to at least one 

Church-related activity each month. 
{ Pledge 3% to 5% of your individual gross 

income to the Church budget. 
{ Bring your children to the Religious 

Growth and Learning program every Sun-
day. 

{ Invite your friends, coworkers, neighbors, 
and family to Church as appropriate. 

{ Vote at every congregational meeting. 
 

 These actions are what every member of 
UCH is expected to do. None of us will be perfect 
at fulfilling them, but they are what is expected of 
us, nonetheless. The certification number we send 
to the UUA matters much less than the degree to 
which our members are living up to our expecta-
tions. The bar is high at UCH because member-
ship is important. We are not a casual organization 
doing little in the world. We are a radical, faith-
based, life-saving Church with a strong, healing 
ministry to do in the world. 
 I know that we will drop some members off 
our rolls (with true sadness) when we certify with 
the UUA in February. We will have reached out to 
these members in every way we can think of.  
They have simply drifted too far away. I wish 
these people could remember the excitement they 
felt the day they first joined our congregation. I 
wish they could trust that the Church (while far 
from perfect) is one of the best ways to be of good 
use in the world. I wish they could see the deep 
spiritual needs that the Church might fill if they 
would only engage more. Members who give time 
to the Church find that time comes back to them. 
Members who give money to the Church find that 
they are richly rewarded in return. May we all take 
seriously the expectations of membership in the 
Unitarian Church of Harrisburg. May we love this 
community so that it might love us back. See you 
in Church.

free our ministers to do pastoral work, then we must find other ways to 
manage personnel and facilities. Plus we need better ways to share infor-
mation across 420+ members, plus children and youth, friends, volunteer 
and paid staff, trustees, our partners at Shared Ministry, and future part-
ners. 
 The good news is we have among our members and friends the 
talent and skills to perform all those functions and more. We (that means 
all of us!) already rely upon volunteer investment professionals, grant 
writers, a human resource professional, lawyers, an executive coach, and 
a web designer. So what are your skills and talents? Are you a supervi-
sor, manager, or administrator? A marketer, communicator, or fund-
raiser? A bookkeeper, buyer, contractor, or tradesperson? An organiza-
tional designer, entrepreneur, or sales person? 
 All work is holy, even that which is sometimes hidden. Whatever 
your skills and talent, imagine how you might use them in service of the 
Church, especially within UCH itself. Then - volunteer! Opportunities 
could run the gamut, from sitting on an advisory council to Church lead-
ership, serving as a trustee, serving as volunteer staff in administrative 
jobs, teaching a class in your subject area for lay leaders and volunteers, 
to simply introducing one skilled person to another. Together we can 
build a strong foundation for our future hopes and dreams.

As I write these 
words, we are 

deep in the throes 
of another holiday sea-

son.  As much as I promise my-
self each year that I will not get 

caught up in all of the commercial crazi-
ness of the season, I always find myself 

pulled into the frenzy of holiday shopping and 
obligations, most of which does not feed my 

soul. Often, I think many of us find ourselves 
feeling worn and tired rather than joyous and 

celebratory. 
 I recently participated in UCH’s inaugural 2nd 

Saturday breakfast, serving the Allison Hill commu-
nity a hot breakfast in our Market Street building.  

T h e Shared Ministry has been serving breakfast in this 
community on the 4th Saturday of the month and several UCH-
ers have been volunteers, but this was the first time that UCH 
was the host.  This effort was ably led by Clay & Erica Lam-
bert and Tom & Meg Conners, with scores of other volunteers.  
Other than the understandable bumps in the road that came 
from it being a new service project for us, it went quite well, 
with many guests from the neighborhood for fine food and 
conversation as well as the fine accordion stylings of  EvAnn 
Hawley, who played an amazing assortment of holiday tunes.  
The day also found another group of people from UCH, led by 
Kevin Geist, offering the gift of professional photographs to 
more than 100 of those who live in the neighborhood.  
 As I reflected on the event, from a practical point of view, 
but also from a spiritual one, I thought about what the holiday 
season brings for many of the folks in the Allison Hill 
neighborhood.  Many of them struggle each and every day to 
provide even the most basic needs for themselves and their 
families. Although I have never been in that position, I would 
guess that this constant fight for survival leaves them feeling 
hopeless, weary and drained every day, not just during and 
after the holiday season. I was reminded of how extraordinarily 
lucky I am and that, no matter how frenzied my life seems, I 
still can count on a warm place to sleep and enough to eat.  
 Our church community is poised on the cusp of some-

thing truly amazing, an opportunity to make a real difference 
to those among us who suffer from oppression, injustice, and a 
loss of that from which meaningful living is made: a sense of 
hope. We can be the hands that help to bring about the change 
that we all agree is needed, and this work of service will allow 
us to see our principles as tools rather than simply words.  In 
doing this we will deepen our understanding of what it means 
to be a Unitarian Universalist, and more importantly, a human 
being. The social justice work at Market Street is a golden 
opportunity to truly understand what Gandhi meant when he 
said:  “You must be the change you wish to see in the world”. 
 In January (the 17th and 24th) I will be preaching on both 
the “why” and the “how” of this rewarding and difficult work 
of social justice. I am hoping to begin a dialogue about how 
we sustain ourselves for the long haul in what is often work 
that seems endless and sometimes fruitless. I will also be lead-
ing a class based on Rev. Richard Gilbert’s book The Pro-
phetic Imperative in which he addresses how our heritage 
compels us to do this work. I hope to see many of you on 
those Sundays and in that class, I am looking forward to hear-
ing your ideas and perspectives.  If you have thoughts or ideas 
about our work at Market Street, please call or e-mail me, the 
more folks we have thinking about this, the better! 
 As I said at the beginning of this column, I know that 
many of you are feeling the pressures of this holiday season .  
Please be sure to take care of yourselves and when you are 
feeling harried, remember to take a moment and just breathe.  
As a community, let’s work to treat each other with extra love 
and kindness over the next few weeks.   
 In closing I want to offer up these words, which help me 
to find my calm center. They are found in one of our hymns  
“Find a Stillness”   

Find a stillness, hold a stillness, let the stillness carry me 
Find the silence, hold the silence, let the silence carry me 
In the spirit, by the spirit, with the spirit, giving power

Changing the World,  
One Heart at a Time 
 

 As we gear up for our 2010 pledge drive, one thing I’ve 
noticed over the years is that people who feel connected to our 
Church – its members, activities, goals and mission – tend to 
pledge generously. And so, one of the things our Stewardship 
Committee will be asking for in the coming weeks is your 
story. 
 This story isn’t just about why UCH is important to you. 
It’s about how UCH has made it possible for you to make a 
difference in the world. Here’s one of my many examples: 
 A week before Thanksgiving, I called my state represen-
tative’s office to encourage him to vote for the hate crimes 
legislation. When asked why I supported it, I decided to use 
“real or perceived ancestry” as my first argument in favor of 
passing this legislation, since my son-in-law is from Morocco 
and is frequently intimidated in his workplace. Imagine my 
surprise when the voice on the other end said “If he’s really a 
Muslim and embraces the Koran, he would kill you in an in-
stant.” I was gob-smacked, to say the least, and grateful for my 
Silent Witness training, but I was still shaking when I hung up 
the phone. I called Rabbi Carl Choper, (leader of The Interfaith 
Alliance as well as the person who alerted us to the opportunity 
at 1508 Market Street) and Ann Van Dyke (PA-Human Rela-
tions Commission Task Force on Civil Tension and member of 
the Shared Ministry congregation). Between the two of them, I 
was connected to the Lancaster Human Relations Commission 
and the Council on American-Islamic Relations. A week later, 
on the day before Thanksgiving, a Muslim, a Jew and a UU 
met with two Christians to try to find peace and common

ground – a shared understanding of what it means to be a mi-
nority in this Commonwealth, and why we look to the govern-
ment to protect everyone’s safety. 
 For other examples of such stories, see the accounts by 
Tom Conners of a poignant recent experience in his note enti-
tled “Helping:” and by Gloria and Joyce under the heading 
“Serving”, both on page 11.  
 These are the kinds of opportunities I am afforded be-
cause I am a member of the Unitarian Church of Harrisburg – 
the opportunity to be an instrument in helping to change the 
world, one heart at a time. 
 Because of the generous contributions of each and every 
member of this congregation, this Church exists. Because this 
Church exists, there are compassionate and diligent people 
joining together as members in fellowship and work. Because 
of the members of this congregation, holding fast to our ideals 
and supporting each other in our struggle, we have these kinds 
of opportunities to make a difference in the world.

 On a very cold December night, I 
was one of three volunteer chaperones 
for the UCH-run homeless shelter. The 
shelter was housed at Messiah Lutheran 
Church and our guests were men and 
women who received a warm night¹s 
sleep with snacks and a simple break-
fast.  
  The experience I am sharing is not 
about me. It is about an outreach pro-
gram that gave me a most moving ex-
perience. It was 1:45 AM and most of 
our guests were asleep, many of them 
snoring. The last of the late shift work-
ers had arrived. Yes, many of the home-
less work. I awoke from a restless sleep 
to the sound of someone pounding on 
the door. I could have ignored it, but 
someone in need was on the other side. 
Our instructions were not to allow any-
one in after closing hours, because our 
guests are easily disturbed and can be 
difficult to settle in. The rules are con-
sistent and help keep order.  
  I opened the door to find a young 
man in his twenties. As I looked at him 
he began to cry as all the street tough-
ness disappeared. He told me that this 
was his first night on the street and he 
didn¹t know what to do. We spent forty-
five minutes together, talking and listen-
ing. I couldn’t resolve his problems but 
the human contact and a blanket were a 
large part of the answer.   
  At these moments in my own life I 
give thanks that our Church’s priorities 
are well placed. The financial support 
that we give to UCH allows us to recog-
nize the worth and dignity of all people. 
The service of our church is extending 
the values we support on a most human 
level. UCH changes lives! To quote 
Howard, “This is a journey of the 
heart.”

 We volunteered to help at the Market Street breakfast last Saturday morning, 
mostly because it would help us get better acquainted with our new old church. What 
we got better acquainted with, though, was far more than we expected. When we 
pulled up in front of the church, we noticed that the sign read, Unitarian Breakfast 
Café, not just Unitarian Breakfast. And a café it was. White tablecloths and real pine 
branches graced the tables.  Each arriving guest received a personal welcome and an 
individual menu.  
 Most of us worked  in the kitchen,  opening packets of grits, stirring scrambled 
eggs,  and  flipping pancakes. Some of us were assigned tables to serve, and serve we 
did.    
 When we first gathered, Suzanne told us we were to serve not just 
food, but something of ourselves, too. Between taking orders and deliv-
ering food, we could sit and chat, or maybe just listen. One man said, 
“This is just wonderful. You folks are so friendly—not like those peo-
ple over at the (here he named another downtown church).” 
Another guest asked for a few teaspoonfuls of sugar to take 
to his “place.” And several requested additional servings to 
take along with them.    
Along about ten o’clock we began to think we might run out of food, 
and the sausage servings grew a little smaller, someone went out for 
more sugar and butter, and we made it through till eleven. Last 
Saturday we served over 125 guests a little warmth and food, and 
we served ourselves even more—the privilege of being a small 
part of the greatest little café on Market Street.

UUPLAN  Updates 
Hate Crimes Victory! 
 
Thanks to everyone who managed to talk 
to, write to or visit their legislator during 
In-District Lobby Days back in Octo-
ber. One of the pieces of legislation for 
which we advocated – the Hate Crimes bill 
– was passed out of the PA House Judici-
ary Committee! A special thanks goes to 
members of our congregation who live in Glenn Grell’s district 
and called him – for the first time ever, he voted in favor of a 
bill for GLBT issues. 
 
Most bills die in committee so this is a real victory for GLBT 
rights. However, we need to keep the momentum going! If our 
legislators don’t hear from us, they will let this bill die without 
ever getting to the full House. This bill is now headed for the 
House Appropriations committee, and if it passes there, it will 
head to the full House: 
y If you haven’t visited your Representative yet, please sched-

ule a visit as soon as possible. Although this bill is still in 
the House, it couldn’t hurt to let your Senator have advance 
warning that you want him/her to support this bill. 

y If you’ve already visited your legislator, consider holding a 
letter-writing campaign after services on a Sunday morning, 
or ask all your members to call their legislators, reiterating 
your support. If your rep is on the Judiciary committee and 
voted yes, send him/her a UU thank you note!

Upcoming Issues - CAMPAIGN FINANCE REFORM 
In an effort to protect the integrity and competitiveness of elec-
tions, over two-thirds of the states in our nation now restrict the 
amount of money, and in some cases the timing of donations, 
that individuals and organizations may give to political candi-
dates. Unfortunately, Pennsylvania is not one of these states. In 
Pennsylvania, we need to break the bond between affluent spe-
cial interest groups (and individuals) and powerful elected offi-
cials who control the governing process, and thus public pol-
icy. We need to bring the system by which Pennsylvania's elec-
tions are funded into the 21st century. 
 
If you are interested in being the “point person” for our congre-
gation, let me know!
